Charalampos Platias is an Assistant Professor at Panteion University’s Department of
International, European, and Regional Studies (Athens, Greece), where he teaches both
graduate and postgraduate courses. He specializes in European integration, European policy,
and governance, with a focus on environmental policy and sustainable development. He holds
a Ph.D. in Political Science (European Integration, Policy, and Governance) from the University
of Bonn (Rheinische Friedrich-Wilhelms-Universitdt Bonn, Germany) and a degree in Political
Science & International Studies from Panteion University of Social and Political Sciences. He
has been also teaching postgraduate courses at the University of Piraeus and the University
of Western Macedonia (MOGMAT).

Charalampos Platias previously served as Director for Port Policy (2018-2019) and Head of the
Port Policy Unit (2013-2018) at the Ministry of Maritime Affairs & Insular Policy of the Hellenic
Republic, General Secretariat of Ports & Port Policy, where he worked as a member of the
scientific staff specializing in European and international port policy issues since 2003.

He is the author of three books: the first on EU regional policy, the second on EU
environmental policy (co-authored with Prof. Grigoris Tsaltas), and the most recent on policy
and governance issues in EU environmental policy and sustainable development. He has also
co-edited a book on the Union for the Mediterranean (UfM) and has published several
academic papers and book contributions on various topics, including EU and international
environmental policy, sustainable development, EU transport policy and ports, and maritime
spatial planning. He has participated in numerous conferences and five research projects, and
his recent research focuses on environmental sustainability in the port sector and climate
action.



For nearly two decades, he has been an Associate Member of the European Centre for
Environmental Research and Training at Panteion University, where he has planned and
conducted research projects, conferences, events, and interdisciplinary summer courses on
sustainable development and the environment.
